@ For the 2026-27 seasonal year onwards, a decision was made by US Youth Soccer and the other national governing
bodies to adopt the school year age group model, which was previously in place from the mid-1970s through Spring
2016.
What does this mean for your child? For recreational players - Nothing! - Pride Rec Program is already on the
school year age group model. For competitive players - their age group placement may shift this upcoming season.
Check out the chart above to see what age group your child will fall in. If you have questions or concerns based on
their specific situation, please reach out to Pride staff!

@ Pride SC is committing to the birth year change to stay in alignment with national standards and to

ensure we remain eligible for sanctioned tournaments and leagues. Ultimately our goal is make sure
we provide the best possible enviornment for their development.

Pride SC is committing to making the shift in the age group change and the tryout process as
seamless as possible. We have dedicated tremendous time and resources to a holistic player
evaluation process since November 2025 to ensure each of our players is placed appropriately for the
2026-27 season.
